BOL: What really is personal ministry?

Carla:  By doing a better job ministering first to our own 
church family and then reaching outΦ  ²ŜΩǊŜ ŜƴŎƻǳǊŀƎƛƴƎ 
everyone to get to know each other and warmly welcome our 
guests in alliance with the ushers and greeters.  We also plan 
to establish a weekly Sabbath lunch for visitors so they will 
have a place to go for fellowship after worship.  Remember, 
truth typically draws people into the church, but fellowship 
keeps them there.  We will also partner with the Interest

Carla:  Invite people to worship and to church activities!  Share 
religious tracts and pamphlets with family, friends, neighbors, 
and coworkers.  Invite guests home for a Sabbath meal.   Send 
a subscription to our denominational magazines to individuals 
and businesses within your sphere of influence.  Give Bible 
studies.  Become actively involved in one or more church 
ministries.  Get involved in community groups and activities,
