The long-awaited ŜƴŘ ǘƻ .ǊŜŀǘƘ ƻŦ [ƛŦŜΩǎ нт-year search for a permanent home 
has finally arrived.  Barring any unforeseen issue, escrow will close next week on 
the 27,530-square-foot campus at 425 La Brea Ave. in Inglewood. The church will 
then begin executing the transition process, which has been in the planning 
phase for a couple of weeks.   
 

A Transition Committee has been established, consisting of Sheila Frazier, 
Louraine Meyers, Cheryl Rudley, Brent Hart, Angelo Robinson, Beverly Ward-
Gregg, and Cedrick Ngalande.  Among its myriad duties, the committee will 
oversee logistics, new signage, utility connections, any essential repairs, 
upgrades, and cleanup, locks/keys, space adjustments and ŀǎǎƛƎƴƳŜƴǘǎ ǘƻ .h[Ωǎ 
various ministries, as well as the physical transport of BOL equipment and 
property that is currently housed at the Westchester Christian Church campus.   
 

The tentative plan is for BOL to begin worshipping at its new home on 
Christmas Sabbath, Dec. 19.  In preparation for that, departments and 
individuals who have materials and supplies stored at the WCC site are urged 
to pack and label them immediately in preparation for the move, scheduled for 
Monday, Dec. 14. Contact Sheila or Louraine for further information.

McPhaull.  άThatΩs why weΩre pleased to have a highly capable and resourceful 
team in place to ensure a smooth and orderly transition to our new home.έ  
 

In addition to the Transition Committee, two other committees have been 
formed to focus on major related activities. The Grand Opening Committee will 
organize the special Jubilee Celebration, which will occur during the first quarter 
of 2010.  Social Committee Leader Jenice Broomfield is chairing that committee, 
assisted by Rita Chen-Brown and Lanomay Benjamin.  The Marketing/Public 
Relations Committee, headed by Elder Clarence Brown, will provide overall 
support to the Grand Opening Committee and oversee all matters related to 
.h[Ωǎ ōǊŀƴŘ, signage and stationery, communication and media relations. 
 

All committees will need churchwide support and cooperation to execute the 
various tasks in an orderly manner, leading up to the grand public opening of the 
church.
