> FinancialObligations Our monthly mortgage obligation is $21,751. Adding the operating overhead
and ministry expenses, BOL must collect about $43,000 monthly in local giving Leasing the

Young Marva grew up in segregated Atmore, AL, where she attended schools
with few books and where blacks were not permitted to use the public ilbNJ NE & i s
family instilled in her strong moral and Christian values and also an equally strong commitment to excellencet which drove her
insatiable desire for learning, achievement and independence. After graduating from Clark College in Atlanta, she taught school in
Alabama for a couple of years and then moved to Chicago, where she taught in the public school system for 14 years.

Her experiences in that system, coupled with her dissatisfaction with the quality of education that her two youngest children were
receiving in prestigious private schools, convinced her that children deserved better than what was passing for éacceptable
education.£ That conviction led to her decision to open her own school on the second floor of her home. She took the $5,000 balance
in her school pension fund and began her educational program with the enrollment of her own two children and four other
neighborhood youngsters.

Thus, Westside Preparatory School was founded in 1975. During the first year, Marva took in learning disabled, problem children and
even one child who had been labeled by Chicago public school authorities as borderline retarded. At the end of the first year, every
child scored at least five grades higher proving that the previous labels placed on these children were misguided. Her students learned
the skill of critical thinking, and how to appreciate the nuances of language, how to analyze and challenge what they read, and how to
articulately express their opinions.
