It takes 
enormous spiritual maturity and patience to deal with the wide 
range of personalities within a congregation. Spiritual

BOL: How is the Deacon Board structured, and who has 
special responsibilities?  
 

Jeffrey: The Deacon Board meets quarterly. Organizationally, our 
ranks are divided into four teams that serve once a month under 
the leadership of the Lead Deacon. The leads are: Charles 
Ammons, Benjamin Brown, Bernard Pendergrass, and me. For 
the routine evening programs (such as AY), a deacon is assigned 
to open and close the church and ensure the safety of the people. 
Assistant Head Deacon Bernard has been a godsend.  His godly 
counsel and advice have been invaluable to me in leading the 
Deacon Board.  Charles has been faithfully committed over the 
last few years to opening and closing the church for prayer 
meeting each week. His willingness and faithfulness to serve in 
this capacity and various other capacities at the church in addition 
to his normal deacon duties are greatly appreciated.  
 

As was mentioned in the BOL Connections last month, Benjamin 
Brown is the leader of the Junior Deacon program. He started this 
program a few years ago, while he was Head Deacon, and it has 
continued to grow and flourish under his leadership. This is a 
great way to mentor young men and to excite them about
